The Corporation is formed exclusively for charitable, educational and scientific purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future tax code, and to receive and administer funds for these purposes.

The education, training, R&D and collaboration efforts designed for the Tool and Die Industry will also help small manufacturing companies such as mold shops, machine shops, job shops, etc. compete globally and to create, retain and restore manufacturing jobs in the U.S.  Specifically, the Corporation aims to accomplish the following in a cost effective manner:
1. Providing education and training through forums and specific programs related to tool and die business and manufacturing issues, challenges and best practices,
2. Fostering collaboration and communication across the US stamping industry including OEMs, stamping companies, tool and die companies, academia, and Corporation members to improve the competitiveness, business growth and employment for the U.S. Tool and Die Industry,
3. Providing guided research and development, consulting, and project leadership for various tool and die process improvement initiatives including technologies, tools and standards by leveraging the collective knowledge and resources of members, students, alumni and faculty, and
4. Receiving and administering funds sufficient for the accomplishment of these purposes and to support all expenses incidental thereto through donations, grants, membership fees, seminar fees, training fees, and generation of revenue from the sale of project management and/or consulting services, documentation, standards, tools, and subscription services that are organized, developed and/or owned by the Corporation.
